High Yield bonds returned +1.96%® in July, as retail inflows
accelerated, capital market activity slowed and broad economic data
and messaging from the Fed bolstered bets for a rate cut in
September.

The Trust aims to provide investors with attractive, risk-adjusted returns and access to a diversified portfolio of income generating alternative credit
investments through the Trust’s investment across strategies managed by the credit investment teams of Kohlberg Kravis Roberts & Co. L.P. (“KKR”).
